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Abstract

Based on the witness’ s memory and relevant materials on newspapers this paper attempts to restore the
action of No. 8 Squadron in the midnight of July 7 1937 and verifies that it was Japanese army who shot
the first gun at 11: 40 PM. It also proves that the young turks of Japanese army who stationed in North
China planned the Lugouqiao Incident and the Japanese military knew but did not stop it. The paper re—

futes part of the Japanese scholars who insist that the incident was a coincidental one.

National Government and International Monetary Fund Organization WANG Li
At the beginning of 1943 China was among the first batch of countries invited by Britain and the US to
discuss the international monetary economic order after the World War II. The Nanjing National Govern—
ment organized experts to study the proposals of the two countries trying to strive for the maximum post—
war interests. In July the national government sent a delegation to the US and contributed to the Joint
Declaration of Experts about Establishing IMF. Based on this 44 countries officially reached consensus
on Agreement of the International Monetary Fund in July 1944 making important arrangement for the

post — war international monetary economic order.
