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Geography or Condition: Reflections on the Selection of Knowledge in School-Based Curriculum Development

Abstract: Knowledge selection is the basic issue in curriculum development. Clarifying the knowledge basis has great significance
in highlighting the characteristics of SBCD. SBCD under the geographical knowledge perspective divide the three—-level curriculum
managerial system of school, local government, and central government, lack of defense for the value of knowledge and makes narrow
range for knowledge selection. On the other hand, the conditional knowledge perspective contributes to the rebuilding of the
relationship among school, local and central governments in curriculum development, highlight the characteristics of SBCD, and put
the teacher and students at the central of knowledge selection in SBCD. Problem situation, open culture and internal horizons are the
basic strategies for SBCD.

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Educational Equality in China urgently Demands a Comprehensive Paradigm Shift:
Sociological Observations of the Policy of “Enrollment in the Nearest School”

Abstract: Through field observations of the different choice patterns of two children from underclass, one of who enrolled in the
nearest school and the other seek school outside of his residential area. The comparative research reveals the development
predicament and the deep crisis under the policy of “enrollment in the nearest school” in contemporary China. Under the current
uneven distribution of educational resources, the policy of “enrollment in the nearest school” is increasingly in tandem with residential
segregation and class distinctions so as to form a markedly salient pattern of educational stratification, which will result in class
replication and solidifying the status quo in the sense of class reproduction through education. In order to improve educational equality
in China, this analysis calls for a deep-level paradigm shift from “equal educational opportunities” to “equal access to quality

education” by means of upgrading the policy directions from “difference compensation” to “substantial justice”.
